Virtue, Belief, and Doubt: Aristotle in the Writing Center

When we consider the contextual elements of a tutoring session, we think of things
like rapport, posture, considerations of time, and the like, and we consider what
effects these particular elements have on clients, but to what extent do these
conditions affect the disposition of the client to believe or doubt their ideas? Rooting
this conversation in the Western philosophical tradition of virtue, join us as we
explore how exactly Aristotle and other philosophers help us understand how tutors
can help encourage or discourage belief and doubt, and whether or not belief or
doubt is even a topic we should be discussing.

Difficult Sessions and How to Survive Them

Student tutors have the desire to provide guidance; however, this desire can be
hampered when met with particularly difficult sessions. Through the use of role

playing exercises and discussions, tutors will develop strategies to identify and

overcome difficult sessions while adapting new strategies in order to overcome
challenges and create a more positive tutoring environment.

Believing in Your Best Intentions & Doubting Your Footing

Good tutors are patient, compassionate, and understanding, and these qualities
guide productive sessions with students. However, if a student fails to respond well
to a tutor's best intentions, how can tutors swiftly recognize and appropriately
respond to a possible worst-case scenario?

Personal Statements: Engaging and Empowering Experiential

Knowledge

When it comes to working with personal statements, writing tutors are often
charged with the difficult task of helping a writer impose argumentative conventions
onto personal experience. How can we help fellow writers achieve their goals (in
the case of personal statements, often a job offer or admission at an educational
institution) while respecting the sanctity of their experiences?

No Habla History: Navigating Disciplinary Languages

Students often doubt their writing abilities due to a lack of instruction on how to
write in unfamiliar disciplinary and foreign languages. Using specific guidelines and
the fundamental principles of academic writing, tutors can assist students with
papers in any dialect including Spanish, French, history (Chicago Style), and
psychology (APA Formatting).

Believing and Doubting: How to Approach Minority Students in

the Writing Center

This session will use the believing and doubting approach when working with
minority students. A scenario discussion game will prompt consultants to
identify when to use believing and doubting with native-born and international
minority students.

Suspending Disbelief: Interrogating Assumptions about Non-
Native English Speakers

Who is believed and who is doubted in writing center sessions, and how
might any distinctions that arise correlate with native-speaker status? We will
examine sample student writing and discuss tutorial approaches when
working with native and non-native English speakers.

Religion, Disagreement, and Humility in the Writing Center
Religion is one of the least studied identities in the writing center; yet, it can
profoundly affect how a client and tutor may write, interact, and dialogue
together. Through group dialogue and roleplay, we will explore potential
contradictions between writing center thought and religious views and the role
of confident humility in these conflict situations.

Skeptics of the Writing Process: Believing in Prewriting

This workshop is aimed at reinforcing the belief that the prewriting process,
including the reading element, is beneficial within writing centers, thusly
diminishing the doubt that tutors may face from tutees when discussing the
process. Activities that still skepticism will provide opportunities for tutors to
acknowledge best practices within the prewriting process and reading
strategies, thereby enhancing writing center efficacy with students through
conceptualizing their obstacles in their process.

Control and Collaboration: Ethical Dilemmas in Writing Center
Sessions

This session will address the ethical dilemma of offering writing support
without giving the student the whole answer. How do we, as consultants,
become both the tutor and the peer within a session?

Introductions are Like Movie Trailers: Exploring Academic

Convention through Metaphors

Creative writing techniques are valuable tools for tutors and tutees to
navigate the convoluted aspects of academia. We will give examples of using
extended metaphors to engage tutees with their writing, and encourage group
discussion about creative methods that others have found effective.

Established by SLA Requirements

If a writing center does decide to utilize SLA requirements, how can tutors,
instructors, and directors create a positive outlook on the center? We hope to
provide realistic solutions, realizations, and of course, problems that writing center
staff will encounter when making use of SLA requirements.

Facing the Dragon: Helping Academic Tutors Conquer Creative
Writing

Creative writing can be intimidating for tutors, but, in reality, the skills they have in
constructing and organizing essays translate to creative writing. In this session, we
demonstrate how these skills apply to both creative and academic writing by having
the audience practice on an essay and flash fiction piece.

The Role of the Classroom Experience in Writing and Math Anxiety
Through analyzing the results from a survey conducted with entry-level math and
composition students, the presenters aim to explore whether writing and math
anxiety correlates with students6 cl as:
best address this topic as tutors. This facilitated discussion will allow individuals to
reflect on their own tutoring centers as learning communities and how tutors can

help students understand and combat their academic anxieties.

The Power of Believing: Understanding Students with Disabilities

and Ways to Improve Tutorials

This presentation tackles the common challenges of tutoring students with
disabilities and involves an engaging discussion about how preconceived notions
and doubts can impede the success of these students. The power of believing can
inspire disabled students to succeed in and beyond the classroom by
understanding the challenges that tutors and students may face.

Translanguaging: New Approaches to Tutoring ESL Students

As more and more writing tutors are expected to be able to instruct and assist
ESL students with academic writing in English, translanguaging is believed to be
an excellent tool in approaching and tutoring these students in their second
language. Since translanguaging is such a new approach to ESL tutoring, it is
easy to doubt, but in this session we will explore the theory behind it and the
practical application that supports the belief in its usefulness by becoming the
foundation of a pedagogy for ESL students that focuses on inclusivity through
comparative and other analytical approaches.

An Improvisation of a Folktale to Make Doubt Believable

This presentation focuses on the strengths of Peter Elbowé s concept ¢
methodological belief to understand game-playing as improving performance

rather than winning against others. Our new approach is to play an improvisatory
game that reinvents a folktale to make believing as believable as doubt.

The Writing Process: (Fact or) Fiction?

This workshop will explore better language and best practices through mock
sessions driven to construct accurate reflections of the writing process and
meaning-making, not oversimplified or focused on product and finality. A
(re)definition of language used in the writing center practiced through mock writing
sessions will allow participants to become accustomed to utilizing these changes
and debrief after each session to move towards best practices in the writing
center, including writers and specialists that may doubt the writing process and its
possibilities outside nebulous discussion.

Questioning Tutor Practices and Training

In this session we will explore the effectiveness of traditional tutoring methods
with linguistically different tutees. The goal is to question our assumptions in tutor
practices and training.

Improv Theatre in the Writing Center

The goal of this workshop is for writing tutors to engage with and learn from
improvisational theatre. Through select improv games, the workshop will engage
two themes in particular: negotiating
writing consultations.

Doubting the Process, Bel i ev

Optimization of the Writing Center

The Center for Writing and Public Discourse at Claremont McKenna
College attempts to optimize its impact on our campus and in surrounding
area through a dual approach of belief and doubt.

Effectiveness
